fees policy

Margaret Ives Children’s Centre is funded through

parents’ fees and Government grants.

Fees are charged by the session, day, or week. There are
two sessions a day, marningand aftenom, the morning

session including lunch.

Families can apply for the Child Care Benefit to be

deducted from their child care fees.

Fees — 7" July 2008

Morning 7.30am-12.30pm $35.00
Afternoont 2.30pm—6.00pm $32.00
Full day $62.50

Full time care (5 days) $300.00

The Child Care Bendfit is paid by the Australian
Government. Centrelink assesses the level of fee
reduction according to family income. This Benefit is
usually deducted from the fees charged by the Centre
prior to the weekly account being issued. Application
forms are available from the Centrelink Office. They
can be contacted at 13 61 50.

The Centre’s Customer Reference Number (CRN)
is 555 004 166V.

Each child is allocated 42 days for allowable absences
during each financial year for booked sessions - this
includes public holidays and illnesses. If children exceed
the 42 days, sickness certificates can be used
retrospectively. It is therefore advised that sickness
certificates are obtained when your child visits the

doctot.

Sessional Kindergarten

For children who attend only Kindergarten an amenities
fee of $80 per term is charged. ($40 per term for

families with a Concession Card, and $30 for Pre-entry)

Kindergarten sessions are held during school terms

only:
9.00am — 11.45am  Monday — Friday

12.45pm — 3.30pm  Monday — Thursday

This is a State Government-funded program for
children aged at least four years for four sessions per

week for one year before they start school.

If your child attends for any time outside kindergarten
session times, childcare fees are charged for the session
($35.00 per morning, $32.00 per afternoon). Child care
fees are also charged for all sessions attended

during school holidays (as there is no Kindergarten).

E xosption: Kindergarten children who attend all day
during term time and are picked up by 3.30pm (Monday
to Thursday) are charged a $2.00 gap fee to cover the
gap between the morning childcare session and
afternoon kindergarten ($35.00 for am, $2.00 for gap
and $2.00 for pm kindergarten, ie $39.00). This applies
Monday to Thursday during school terms only.

margaretives
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¥Fees are charged weekly in arrears. Accounts are

placed in parents’ pigeon holes/pockets.

¥A two week bond is charged and is added to your first

account.

¥There is an Enrolment Fee of $20 charged to each

new family.

¥Fees are payable weekly and payments can be made via
the fee box in foyer (preferably by cheque), by post, or
by EFTPOS (cheque, savings, direct debit or credit
facilities). Credit card payments can also be made over
the phone. Note that we are unable to give change
when paid in cash and any difference will be credited

to your account.

¥Fees are charged for all booked sessions whether or

not your child attends.

Normal fees are charged for all booked time
including public holidays, sick days and annual

leave.

The Director has discretion in regard to the

charging of fees for extended sick leave.

Two weeks’ notice is required, via the pink
Ndifiction o Changeform, if you wish to change

your child’s attendance times.

Depending on availability, additional sessions can

be provided, however, we do not swap sessions.

If your child is leaving the Centre, two weeks’
notice is required, or two weeks’ fees in lieu of

notice.

Fees are not charged for the period when the

Centre is closed over Christmas.

¥Cancellation Fee A fee of §5 is charged if extra

sessions are booked and then cancelled.

¥Late Fee Parents who are late collecting their
children (ie after 6pm) are charged a penalty of $2 per
minute for late pick-ups. This fee is added to the next

account,
¥Late Payment of Fees

A reminder sticker may be issued when payment

is 14 days overdue (from date of account).

Children may lose their place at the Centre if fees

remain unpaid.

Legal action is taken to recover unpaid fees and

costs are charged to parents.

Parents should see the Director if they are unable
to pay their account for any reason. Alternative
arrangements may be able to be made to avoid

losing the child’s place.

¥Parents are requested to read and sign this policy on

enrolment.
